To him [true shepherd] 

the doorkeeper [Holy Spirit allows only truth, the true Shepherd]  opens, and the 

sheep hear [and obey] his voice, and he calls his own sheep by name [by means of 

His own name, salvation by means of Jesus Christ] and leads them out [reference to 
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   Jesus, as the Great Shepherd  you want us to come to the 

knowledge of the truth  and love of God.
