      To be committed to the Lord Jesus Christ, or trusting Him 

to care for us, we have to know Him.  Who wants to follow 

someone they donõt know and canõt trust?  Obedience is 

trusting that the Lord Jesus Christ will provide for us in 

grace.  So, we learn to trust and then to follow Him.   We get 

to know Him by learning, believing and using Bible doctrine.  

We learn how He was committed to God the Father and the 

Fatherõs grace plan for His life.   Jesus gave Himsel f over to 

the Fatherõs care.  He knew and trusted that the Father , in 

His love and grace,  would take care of everything for Him.  He 

pledged His loyalty to God the Father.   

Psalm 22:8 He trusts in the LORD; let the LORD rescue him.  Let Him deliver 

him, since he delights in Him.   
Psalm 13:5  But I trust in Your unfailing love; my heart rejoices in Your salvation 

[deliverance].  
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   Through learning about Jesus Christ we  also learn about God 

the Father and His love and grace  plan for us .*  Commitment is a 

response to grace.  We learn about Godõs grace and how 

fantastic it is.  We see it work in our lives.   The more we see 

Godõs grace, the more we will trust Him and the more obedient 

we will be.   God gives to us and we respond by being obedient to 

Him and His word.  If we think about how great Godõs grace is, 

why would we not want to live in His grace plan?   It is because we 

donõt always trust in that grace!   Trust builds commitment.  So, 

the more we trust in Godõs grace plan, the more committed we 

will be to the Lord Jesus Christ , His provisions  and the plan of 

God the Father.   *Go to allaboardgodstrain.or g and read Grace, Grace and 

More Grace.
