
False Teachers -
How Can We Know Them?



     In our daily lives we’re going to meet people who will tell us 
about a different Jesus, a different Holy Spirit and a 
different Gospel.  These people are agents of Satan.  Since 
Satan can only be in one place at a time, he has people work for 
him. They’ll be attractive and smart just like he is.  They’ll be 
trying to deceive or fool us with their words.  The devil’s 
deadliest weapons are words!  Words put thoughts in our 
minds.  We need the thoughts of Christ, Bible doctrine, so we 
can tell if what others are saying is true or false.  We don’t 
want to be fools and fall for their lies!

Proverbs 26:28  A lying tongue hates those it crushes, and a flattering mouth 
works ruin.                                                  
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  The truth about Jesus:   Jesus Christ is eternal God.  As a 
member of the Trinity, He always existed.  There never was a 
time when He did not exist!  He created everything: stars, 
planets, the entire universe, angels, man, and animals.  The 
second Person of the Trinity, God the Son, humbled Himself 
and came down from heaven and took on human nature.* In 
hypostatic union He was 100% man and 100% God.  He became 
our Savior!  He died spiritually for everyone’s sins; then He died 
physically, was buried and resurrected.  Because He is God and 
man, He is our Mediator and High Priest.  He talks to God the 
Father for us.  In other words, He makes it possible for us to be 
friends with God the Father.  Awesome!

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  The truth about the Holy Spirit: He is the third Person of 
the Trinity.  He is the sovereign or top Ruler along with God 
the Father and God the Son. He lives inside, indwells, every 
believer.  The filling of the Holy Spirit* makes it possible for 
us to learn, believe and use Bible doctrine.  He gives us the 
power to grow spiritually!  The Holy Spirit gives us the divine 
power to understand Bible doctrine and to live in the plan of 
God for our lives.  Only God can reveal the mind of God and 
give divine power.  Only God is sovereign. Therefore, the Holy 
Spirit is God!
