Glory : used 

as a noun or a naming word, means great distinction; adoration 

and praise offered in worship; magnificence; splendor.   

Glorify: used as a verb or an action  word, means to give glory 

to someone, exalt; to give high praise to someone.   God is the 

One worthy of receiving glory and to be glorified!   How do we 

learn about Godõs glory, His magnificence? How do we glorify 

or praise  and honor God? 

 

Ephesians 3:19  And to know the love of Christ which surpasses knowledge, that 

you may be filled up to all the fullness of God [life beyond gnosis, knowledge].         
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   As believers in the Lord Jesus Christ  living in the Church Age,  

we are i n His body , and His body is the C hurch.  He is the Head 

and we are the body. *  God is to be glorified or praised in the 

Church.  So, we need to  make sure we are learning Bible doctrine 

from our pastor -teacher, parents, and prep school teachers.  We 

learn from these teachers who are also in the body of Christ, the 

Church.  Through Bible doctrine , we learn about  Godõs essence and 

how He works.  We learn  about the glory of God and how  He 

shows His glory through blessing us.  It is not what we do, but 

what God has done, does, and will do for  us!  God can do far more 

for the body of Christ than we can ever imagine in our wildest 

dreams! *Go to allaboard godstrain.org and read I Am the Head, You Are the Body .
