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  Read Matthew  14:22-33 

   God would send and allow different situations to test the 

faith of the disciples.  Jesus had  to keep reminding them  not to 

fear.  One time Jesus  sent them by boat to the other side of 

the Sea of Galilee .  He wanted t o get away from the crowds and 

His disciples and be alone and pray to His Father .  Because of 

where this s ea is located, terrible storms w ould hit it.  That is 

just what happened while th e disciples were in the boat.  T hey 

were afraid!  When they saw what they thought was a ghost, 

they were  even more afraid!  God was testing their faith.  

 

 

Matthew 14:26  When the disciples saw Him walking on the sea, they were 

terrified, and said, òIt is a ghost!ó  And they cried [screamed] out in fear. 
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   Matthew 14:27 -33   But immediately Jesus spoke to the m, 

saying, òTake courage, it is I; do not be afraid.ó  Peter said to 

Him, òLord, if it is You, command me t o come to You on the 

water.ó  And He said, òCome!ó  And Peter got out of the boat, 

and walked on the water and came toward Jesus. But seeing 

the wind, he became frightened, and beginning to sink, he 

cried out, òLord, save me?ó  Immediately  Jesus stre tched out 

His hand and took hold of him, and said to him, òYou of [a] 

little faith, why did you doubt?ó  When they got into the 

boat, the wind stopped.  And those who were in the boat 

worshiped Him, saying, òYou are certainly Godõs Son!ó 
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     Jesus helped the disciples immediately.  When Peter 

focused on Jesus, he could walk on the water.  God gave him 

power over his fear.  When Peter f ocused on the problem, the 

storm, he sank!  We  have to keep our eyes on Jesus  and His 

thinking no matter how bad the storm!  We have to keep our 

eyes on the solution, not the  problem.  We always have God the 

Father, Son and Holy Spirit  inside of us.  We must believe that 

God will always come through for us!  There is nothing to fear  

unless we take our eyes off  Jesus, off  His thinking!  Have faith!  

God, the Father, Son and Holy Spirit  will immediately help us 

through our storms!  
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
