Read 1 Samuel 17:31-58 
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    God, You’ve taught us not to put anyone on a pedestal, or to 

think of them as perfect.  This is iconoclastic arrogance.  It’s 

when we make icons or idols of people.  When these people fail, 

we are surprised or shocked and judge them.   However, our 

friends, family members, and we will all fail. We are all 

imperfect.  We all have an old sin 

nature, live in the devil’s world and 

make stupid decisions.  The solution 

is to use the problem solving devices. 

We are to let our friends and family 

members know that we are with them 

no matter what happens.  We want 

them to be with us no matter what 

happens.  You treat us with grace; we 

are to treat them and ourselves with 

grace!  With Your supernatural power

Romans 2:1  Therefore you have no excuse, everyone of you who passes 

judgment, for in that which you judge another, you condemn yourself; for you 

who judge practice the same things. 
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  We put pressure on others by making idols of them.  They 

know they can’t be perfect!  We can do this to ourselves also.  

We think we are suppose to be a certain way so people will 

accept us.  WRONG!   When the idol falls, he shows his feet of 

clay; they crumble.
