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     As believers in the Lord Jesus Christ, we have the best 

comfort possible.  We have been given God’s very own 

righteousness, or +R!  We share in the Father’s +R through our 

belief in Jesus Christ as our Savior.  We share in Jesus Christ’s 

+R because we are in union with Him through the baptism of God 

the Holy Spirit.*

2 Corinthians 5:21  He [God the Father] made Him Who knew no sin to be sin [a sin 

offering] on our behalf, so that we might become the righteousness of God in [by 

means of] Him. 
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  Sharing in Jesus Christ’s +R means we are in Jesus Christ’s 

royal family and we share His inheritance!  It doesn’t mean we 

get more righteousness.  Once we have God the Father’s +R, we 

have complete righteousness.  We have to learn, believe and use 

Bible doctrine so we can experience that +R.  Believers in every 

dispensation have +R.  However, only the Church Age believers 

are in the Royal Family of Jesus Christ and share His 

inheritance.

He has 

perfect wisdom and wants us to share in that wisdom through 

His word, Bible doctrine.  He wants us to experience His 

“rightwiseness”.  What comfort!

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  God’s +R includes whatever He has chosen to be known and 

obeyed by man.  What God has chosen for man to know and obey 

is in the Bible!  It is the thinking of Christ!  Therefore, through 

the power of the Holy Spirit, we have to learn, believe and use 

Bible doctrine daily!  It is the only way we will experience God’s 

+R!  We are not to struggle with our ways, but surrender to God’s 

ways.  His ways are right and just.  God wants us to use His 

righteousness.  God wants to comfort us! 

 

 

 

2 Timothy 3:16-17  All Scripture is inspired by God and profitable for teaching, 

for reproof, for correction, for training in righteousness; so that the man of God 

may be adequate, equipped for every good work. 

 

Isaiah 55:8  “For My thoughts are not your thoughts, nor are you ways My ways,” 

declares the Lord. 
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   We definitely have God’s righteousness at salvation.  The 

kingdom of darkness doesn’t want us to know and experience 

God’s +R.  It wants us to live in our own self-righteousness, or –R.   

It doesn’t want us to be comfortable with God!  Once we know 

and experience God’s right way of doing things, we will want to 

know and experience it more and more!  When we slip into our 

own –R we won’t be comforted.  We’ll want to get back into the 

comfort of God’s +R!  The solution is rebound* and continue to 

learn God’s word.   Then He will make sure that we experience 

His righteousness!

As we grow in our love for Him 

and have comfort in His +R, we can have impersonal love for 

others.  We have to have impersonal love to truly be able to 

have personal love for others.*  When we see how God sees us 

in our new nature** with His +R, it is easier for us to see others 

and ourselves in that way.  We learn to see the +R instead of 

the –R!  With the power of the Holy Spirit and Bible doctrine 

we can experience the good relationships God wants us to have!

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   Jesus Christ is the Light of the world.  We are to walk in that 

Light through the power of the Holy Spirit and Bible doctrine. 

Bible doctrine is the thinking of Jesus Christ.  When we walk in 

the Light we are living our lives in the truth of Jesus Christ’s 

thinking.   We are not walking in the darkness of the cosmic 

system.  The Light will shine through us to show others the 

thinking, grace and glory of God!  Then they can come to know

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   When we sin we are choosing our own self-righteousness or –R.  

It is like choosing to live in a garbage dump!  It may have a 

pretty entrance, but the dump is ugly!  Sin may be fun for a 

little while, but being out of fellowship with God is ugly!!!  God 

wants His best for us and we can get that by living in His +R.  

We can experience God’s +R by obeying, through the power of 

the Holy Spirit, what God has told us in the Bible!

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   Sometimes we get nervous because of certain situations in 

our lives.  We think we have to do something to help God.  We 

are lying to ourselves!  Also, Satan spreads the lie that we 

need to work first and then we’ll get righteousness.  Wrong!  

We don’t have to work for righteousness.  In fact, we can’t.  

God gave us His +R at salvation!  We need to experience God’s 

+R, not our –R.  We, in our –R, get entangled in the details of 

life.  When we are living in God’s +R, we are untangled and 

doing right things in right ways according to God’s word, truth!  

God is in control!  God’s word protects us!  It protects our 

minds!  Ahh, comfort once again!
