And hope does not
disappoint us, because God has poured out his love into our hearts by the Holy
Spirit, Whom He has given us.
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Now back to Job and his friends.  After God talked to Job
and Job repented, God spoke directly to Eliphaz. Job 42 :7:

was the difference between Job and his friends? Job kept
seekingGod. Hewant ed Goddos expl anati or
he did not close his mind to God. His friends, on the other
hand, were satisfied with their own self  -centered wisdom.
They thought they had the answer!
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Eliphaz, Bildad and Zophar thought the righteous person  dthe
person who obeyed God - would prosper and the unrighteous
person would suffer. They tda: dn
that the righteous could suffer and the unrighteous could
prosper. They blamed Job for his suffering. They
mi srepresented Godos ability to
in His timing and to punish the prospering wicked in His timing.

They misrep resented God and His sovereignty .
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
